Talk with children about how they are feeling and
focus on the positives!

Can children remember any of the story? What
crayons can they remember? Ask children what
colour their emotions are.

Ask children who their new friends are or play a
game to see how many of their friends names
they can remember. You could set them a
challenge to tell you one new person’s name that
they have learnt each day.

Talk about colours that mix together, and maybe
create a painting at home if you have some paints!

Help children to practice writing their first name
(with only a capital letter at the start) to help
them label their work in school.
