Masculine and Feminine

Articles
-In French, all nouns are either masculine or feminine —

there is no neutral.

-For masculine nouns, ‘the’ is ‘le’ and for feminine nouns
‘the’ is ‘la.’ If there is more than one of something
(plural), then the word for ‘the’ is ‘les.’

-If the noun begins with a vowel or ‘h’, then the ‘e’ or ‘o’
in ‘le’ or ‘la’ is dropped.

e.g. The boy = Le gargon
The girl = La fille
The houses = Les maisons
The bird = L'oiseau

Indefinite Articles
-For masculine nouns, ‘a’ is ‘un’, whereas for feminine

nouns it is ‘une.’ For plural nouns, it is ‘des.’

e.g. A boy = Un gargon
A girl = Une fille
Some houses = Des masions

In order to turn singular nouns into plural nouns, you
should normally follow the rules below:
