	Vision
	At Hayfield Lane Primary we want to deliver a broad and balanced curriculum, that is ambitious and rich, with multi-disciplinary links which allows children to make connections with their learning and deepen their understanding further. We are bringing the learning experiences into the 21st century, making it current, purposeful and linking back to local contexts, allowing children to be informed and caring citizens. 

	Principles 
	Our learning themes/topics/schemas develop from quality, rich texts in line with our Novel Study approach. Learning always builds on prior learning/experiences to enable children to progress to the best that they can be. Learning is aspirational and utilises all the characteristics of the Hayfield Super Eight, where the foundations of these start in the Early Years with the characteristics of effective learning (CoEL). Allowing children to develop their meta-cognitive abilities in this way equips them with the skills to become critical, life-long learners. The curriculum has been designed to be, diverse and equitable with a deep sense of social, moral, spiritual and cultural attributes as well. It not only develops the children academically but is also holistic by design to develop the children as inclusive citizens. Learning is revisited and has a schema designed strategically over their entire primary experience, to allow children to fully embed their skills and knowledge and transfer this into their long-term memory.
Cultural capital influences our curriculum, and the curriculum is bespoke to Hayfield Lane and the community we serve. It is sequential and progressive and examines not only the substantive knowledge children require but the disciplines of each subject as well. We are a Thrive school and we follow the programme ‘Each Amazing Breath’ which utilises methods that develop children’s sense of emotional and mental well-being, and gives them strategies to develop their inner being. 
All children have the opportunity to deepen their skills and knowledge in every subject. We do this through the 3 star system that is taught to all and this allows all children to develop their critical thinking understanding; creativity and collaborative learning skills, without capping any child and teaching to just the traditional ‘able’ child. We call this the 3 C’s.

	R - Revisit Learning 
Daily reviews, revisit of prior learning of skills and knowledge 
	E – Explain Learning 
Present new learning in small, coherent steps ‘ chunk and chew’, asking challenging questions 
	M – Model Learning 
Provide explicitly clear and excellent examples/models  which guide children’s practice
	A – Application of Learning  
Provide opportunities for children to apply the skills and knowledge independent of an adult with scaffolded activities and challenge
	D – Deepen the Learning  
Review the learning, deepen and challenge the opportunities presented

	· The EYFS curriculum is planned around developing the whole child through a mix of formal teaching and child initiated learning. This is supported through the characteristics of effective learning (CoEL) – Playing and Exploring; Active Learning; Creating and Thinking Critically. Throughout their time in EYFS the children will be prepared and equipped with the skills and knowledge, ready to enter Year 1 and the National Curriculum.   
· Novels and themes in Ks1 and Ks2 span over a term to develop breadth and depth 
· The curriculum is designed with multi-disciplinary links in subjects. Lessons and skills will still need to be taught discretely and link where possible 
· Enhanced curriculum themed days/weeks are planned and scheduled over the year such as; Finance and Enterprise Week; Anti-Bullying Week etc
· Maths is influenced and driven using White Rose Maths as a base, with NRICH materials to develop problem solving and reasoning 
· Read, Write, Inc is the phonics scheme followed in school 
· Reading is central to the curriculum and drives all we do being a Novel Study school. There are clear strategies and initiatives in place so that children can develop fluency, skills and a love of reading. 
· Reading, Maths, RE, and French are mainly taught discretely but can and are incorporated into projects where possible 
· Development of knowledge organisers where appropriate and learning environments/working walls are utilised to support children’s learning
· Each year group complete 3 Big Projects a year which build on children’s learning and help support teaching around moral purpose which supports Doncaster’s Education and Skills 2030 strategy 
· Each term children complete 2 science experiments/investigations, one heavily modelled, the other independent 
· In RE, we follow the local SACRE Believing and Belonging recommendation. Within this, we cover Abrahamic religions; Christianity, Judaism, Islam and Dharmic religion; Sikhism and Hinduism. We look at Humanism as well as global celebrations for other religions as they occur over the year
